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Murry Sidlin, a conductor with a unique gift for engaging
audiences, continues a diverse and distinctive musical career.
He is the president and creative director of The Defiant
Requiem Foundation, an organization that sponsors live concert
performances of Defiant Requiem: Verdi at Terezin and Hours
of Freedom: The Story of the Terezin Composer; as well as
other projects including the documentary film, Defiant
Requiem; the new docudrama Mass Appeal, 1943; and The
Rafael Schachter Institute for Arts and Humanities at Terezin. In
addition, he lectures extensively on the arts and humanities as
practiced by the prisoners in the Theresienstadt (Terezin)
Concentration Camp. In September of 2011, the Archbishop of
Prague presented him with the medal of St. Agnes of Bohemia
for his dedication to illuminating the legacy of Terezin and, on
June 11, 2013, he received the Simon Wiesenthal Center’'s Medal
of Valor for his extraordinary efforts to keep alive the memory
of Rafael Schachter.

Prof. Lubomir Spurny is professor at the Institute of
Musicology at Masaryk University, Brno, Czech Republic. In his
research he concentrates on the aesthetics and theory of early
20th century music. Spurny graduated in violin from the
P.J. Vejvanovsky Conservatory in Kromeéfiz, and in 1993 in
musicology and aesthetics from Masaryk University in Brno
where he then completed doctoral studies in music theory,
(with the dissertation thesis, What is Schenkerian Analysis? An
Attempt at the Theory of Form). He worked as an editor of the
journal Opus Musicum (1992-1995). Between 1993-2004 he was
a senior lecturer and Assistant Professor in the Palacky
University Department of Music in Olomouc. In 2004 he
became Associate Professor and 2015 Professor at the Institute
of Musicology, Masaryk University, Brno.



Czech soprano Irena Troupova first earned an international
repute as an interpreter of early music. She embarked on her
career working with the Musica Antiqua Prague, a leading Czech
ensemble, touring extensively and also abroad. She
subsequently spent many years in Germany where she worked
with other distinguished ensembles and conductors, including
Thomas Hengelbrock, Howard Arman and others. Her gallery of
opera creations has comprised roles in, among others,
Monteverdi's Orfeo (Basel), Lully's and Charpentier’'s
divertimento Le malade imaginaire (Berlin), or Handel’s
Terpsicore and Gluck's La Danza (Czech Republic, Poland,
Handel Festspiele in Germany). Troupova has gradually
extended the scope of her repertoire to include Romantic and,
above all, modern song and opera production. She has to her
credit performances of Mahler's songs (Harmonie Rudolfinum),
John Webster Songs by Geraldine Mucha (Hradec Kralové
Philharmonics), Late Harvest by Marek Kopelent (PKF-Praque
Philharmonia) and other works. She works on a regular basis
with many contemporary composers, Czech and international
alike (Marek Kopelent, Peter Koeszeghy, Gabriel Iranyi and
others). Figuring on the list of ensembles she has been
associated with are, e.g., the Brno Contemporary Orchestra,
Orchestra BERG, Prague Modern, or Konvergence. She has
participated in the making of an internationally acclaimed world
premiere recording of Bohuslav Martinu’s opera Le jour de
bonté. In 2015 Troupova released her album of Viktor
Ullmann’s complete songs (Arco Diva).



Jan DusSek studied at the Conservatory in Teplice (piano,
composition). In 2004-2012, he studied composition at the
Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (Dr. Hanus Barton),
where he finished his doctoral studies in the same field in 2012.
In 2013/14 he studied piano privately with Robert Lehrbaumer
in Vienna, in 2015 with Xiao-Mei Zhu in Paris, and since 2016
with Gordon Fergus-Thompson in London. He won awards and
honorable mentions in many competitions around the world.
He periodically captures contemporary Czech music recordings
for Czech Radio and in 2019 he finished the recording of
complete piano works of Rudolf Karel. In 2015 he released
together with soprano Irena Troupova double-CD presenting
the complete songs for soprano and piano of Viktor Ullmann.
He repeatedly performs at international music festivals. He was
twice awarded then first prize at the Generation composition
competition in both 2006 and in 2007. In 2008 he received the
audience prize for his composition Chalomot yehudiim, and a
year later the same composition earned him the Gideon Klein
prize. In 2010, his melodrama Prague Walker was awarded the
second prize at the competition for young artists announced by
the City District Prague 1. For the music he composed for the
silent film The Child of the Ghetto he received the audience
prize at the 2011 NuBerg competition. His compositions were
commissioned by Czech festivals (e.g. the International Festival
of Concert Melodrama), leading Czech soloists (the clarinetist
Irvin  Venys, the percussionist Markéta Mazourova) and
chamber ensembles and orchestras (e.g., Nederlands Blazers
Ensemble, Epoque quartet, BERG Orchestra, Prague
Philharmonia, Prague Philharmonic Choir). Since 2012, DusSek
has taught at the composition department of the Music and
Dance faculty at the Academy of Preforming Arts in Prague.
